· Discussion and Adoption of Gun and Ammunition Sales As A Home Occupation

Mr. Reneau expresses that the scope needs to be determined and, according to ATF guidelines, the license granted determines what you can do and sell (different types of guns, maintenances).
Vice Mayor Kesterson explains that there are 10 different licenses offered by the ATF and this would fall under the category of Federal Firearms License-Type 1. FFL cannot regulate ammunition in the state of Tennessee
East Tennessee Development District Regional Planner Ekem Amonoo-Lartson - questions whether the ATF guidelines are sufficient and they specifically state. Do they address storage and inventory, Is the owner going to keep the guns on property? We need to get information and set specific guidelines in writing. 

Town Attorney Jeff Greene – When someone applies for FFL license they have to letter from local   
zoning commission that owner is in compliance so approval must be granted before they can get 
license.

Police Chief Williams – No issue with FFL Type 1 License as home occupation in Dandridge. ATF 
will send agent out to inspect before issuing license.



Guidelines will follow at future meeting

It came on a motion by Alderman NELSON, seconded by Commissioner Willoughby, to allow gun sales as a home occupation with a FFL-Type 1 in single-family residential.
On a voice vote, the motion passed unanimously, and was so ordered.
