It came on a motion by Commissioner ANTUNES, seconded by Commissioner MURRAY, to approve the June 11, 2024 regular meeting minutes as presented.

VII. NEW BUSINESS
· Josh Rammel (106 W. Meeting St.): Approval to add a black wrought iron fence and add a 15’x15’ concrete pad.

Josh Rammel – solid surface patio (flagstone or stamped concrete) would be on left hand side of the house with a few tables and chairs. The fence would be just along that 15 ft. as a barrier between meeting street and the seating area Fence is the same style as the Seabolt Harris House and the parking lot at Dandridge Brewing.

It came on a motion by Commissioner ANTUNES, seconded by Commissioner DEPEW, to approve black fence as presented between sidewalk and a 15’ x 15” stamped concrete pad to the left front corner of the property. 
On a voice vote, the motion passed unanimously, and was so ordered
· H&H Firearms (Kelly Hance) (1215 Gay St.) Map 068N, Group B, Parcel 014.00: Approval of Sign – New Canopy and Color Change. Approval for Window Pane Replacement
Windows

Kelly Hance – proposed renovations if property is purchased. The problem with the older windows is the insulation factor and the expense (current tenant pays $700/month electric bill in high winter months). New windows are more energy efficient and cost effective. Would like to re stucco and paint back with approved color. Needs security for his business, there will be bars in the front of windows that will not be seen from the outside or lozier shelving. 
Commissioner Antunes – you could get double glass with argon and wood frames. Would like to see windows replace with like window. Kelly Hance – would cost 3 times as much getting a standing window with wood frames. Maintenance and Cost of wood window compared to vinyl is a huge difference. Building directly across the street has vinyl windows.  Chairman Pulliam – Guidelines say you replace in kind and only replace is something can’t be fixed when it’s technically feasible. 
It came on a motion by Commissioner ANTUNES, seconded by Alderman DEPEW, to deny the vinyl windows and replace in kind with double pane 1 over 1. 
Commissioner RICK FARRAR abstains from the vote
On a voice vote, the motion passed unanimously, and was so ordered.
Signage
Town Attorney Jeff Greene – Both sides of building front streets so the building has two facades. Owner could have total of 4 signs. 
Kelly Hance – Currently has a 4’x8’ box sign on present building. Would like to put on side façade. Got quoted $12,000 for a sign that would look historic. Chairman Pulliam – Historic guidelines deem internally lit signs not appropriate. 
It came on a motion by Commissioner FARRAR, seconded by Commissioner ANTUNES, to approve 2 metal signs with vinyl graphics and of the appropriate size for the facades. 
On a voice vote, the motion passed unanimously and was so ordered.
Awning

Kelly Hance – wants to replace the green fabric awning with heritage red steel awning only the depth of the current awning. Chairman Pulliam – according to guidelines, metal is not appropriate.

It came on a motion by Alderman DEPEW, seconded by Commissioner ANTUNES, to approve color but deny metal material for awning and replace with other materials that meet guidelines. 
On a voice vote, the motion passed unanimously and was so ordered.
· Dandridge School Lofts (Lou Browning) (1121 Academy Circle) Map 068K, Group A, Parcel 003.00 – Approval to Add Picnic Pavilion and Gazebo Pavilion.
