We looked around the property and have slope issues and didn’t want to put the structures in front of the school. Town Building Inspector Terry Reneau – Per our guidelines, any accessory structure buildings are to be to the side or the rear of the property. They can’t go to the rear or the sides due to grade and ADA accessibility. This is a good location and they just need a variance because it is a little in front of the building.
