· H&H Firearms (Kelly Hance) (1215 Gay St.) Map 068N, Group B, Parcel 014.00: Clarification of Front Windows and Porch

Would like to do more of a porch with vinyl composite tongue and groove metal roof instead of an awning. Working to get survey to see how far his property extends past the building on the front and side (Needs around 5 ft for porch supported by posts).Looking to take out existing windows, block and stucco over or do faux windows that someone couldn’t break in to. Also gave example of 6 panel steel entry door that looks like wood.. 
Board discusses wanting to see more specific examples of looks of porch (colors, materials) but is ok with the idea of porch pending survey results.

The wings of the house are not restorable and would like to take them off as they are not structurally stable. Would like to use as a mixed use.
