VII. NEW BUSINESS
· Stephanie Rustin: Growth Boundary Resolution 2025-14 – Amending A-1 & C-2 Districts

Stephanie Rustin – resolution county planning commission approved in January that will remove campgrounds from the A-1 district and move to the C-2 district. 
Town Building Inspector Terry Reneau – This effects our growth boundary area. So basically this says you can bring in a camper and put it beside your house and someone can live in it for 30 days. So you don’t want campgrounds but every person that has a house can put a camper beside their house and have someone live in it. This is not enforceable. State law also says if you allow regular residential homes, you have to allow manufactured homes to go with it. 
It came on a motion by Commissioner WILLOUGHBY, seconded by Alderman LONGMIRE, to Deny the Resolution based on the Town Having Stricter Policy than County on Short-Term Rentals and Grandfathering in Annexation Process.

On a voice vote, the motion passed 6-1 (Commissioner FOLEY – Naye) , and was so ordered.
· Cassandra Sharp (139 W. Meeting St.) 

· Map 068N, Group A, Parcels 23-24 – Rezone from B-2 to B-1
· Map 068O, Group B, Parcel 3 – Rezone from R-1/B-1 
Town Building Inspector Terry Reneau – Cassandra is looking to purchase the oldest house in the town of Dandridge. Just got approval from Historic to renovate the center of the home restoring center log structure and tearing down the outer wings. She would like to have it commercial and residential which would be allowed in B-1. 
It came on a motion by Mayor CHAMBERS, seconded by Commissioner WILLOUGHBY, to Recommend to BMA the Grouping of Both Zoning Requests (B-2 to B-1 & R-1 to B-1) 
On a voice vote, the motion passed unanimously, and was so ordered.
· Kesley Tucker (808 Valley Home Rd) Map 068E, Group A, Parcel 021.00 – Site Plan Review

Kesley Tucker – Client wants to rent for a bait/tackle shop. Working on a site plan now but wants approval for intended use. 
Town Building Inspector Terry Reneau – One of the issues is with this type of business we know there will be trucks with boats and getting them turned around and back onto the street. Adjoining lot owner has given written permission to use their parking lot to turn around. 

Mayor Chambers – Is their a contract in case the property sales and the new owner doesn’t want to allow the truck/boats turnaround and parking. TR – All I have is statement from current owner to allow use of parking lot to only the Peterson’s (prospective business). Would suggest a more permanent solution, maybe record it as an easement. Town Attorney Jeff Greene – best solution would be to do a lease of the gravel lot for a boat turn around. 

It came on a motion by Commissioner WILLOUGHBY, seconded by Mayor CHAMBERS, to Approve the Site Plan Contingent on an Approved Lease for Boat Turnaround/Parking. 
On a voice vote, the motion passed unanimously, and was so ordered.
· Jessie Depew (667 Hwy 92 S) Map 058, Parcel 034.02 – Site Plan Review 

Jessie Depew – Design was approved last week by design review committee. working with engineers on drainage and sewer. 4,000 sq ft.
Town Building Inspector Terry Reneau – Parking is adequate with 16 spots and 2 handicaps. Existing fire hydrants. We don’t have to engineer to design sewer and water, we will need permit since we are crossing TDOT right away. We will still need engineer to design drainage. Engineer will still have to design entryway because it will have to have TDOT approval as well. 
It came on a motion by Mayor CHAMBERS, seconded by Alderman LONGMIRE, to Approve the Site Plan Contingent on Engineered Drainage and TDOT Approval. 
On a voice vote, the motion passed unanimously, and was so ordered.

Town Administrator Shockley – Miscommunication on Growth Boundary. Revision last step needs Planning Commission Approval. Each municipality and county had chance to object in writing and no one did.
