XI. NEW BUSINESS
· LPRF Bid Opening
Town Administrator Shockley – This was the second bid opening for this project. We are recommending to deny the bid again and rebid a final time. We had more people interested in the project but they didn’t come through with a bid. Skilled services was the only bid again and it came in at $1,726,000. The engineer Hatfield and Allen has recommended to rebid again and if no success, seek some options from the State to try and get the project in budget.

· Approval to Purchase (2) 2026 Chevy Silverado 1500 Double Cab Pickup Trucks ($96,758)

· Discussion/Consideration of Agreement with Dandridge Broncos
Town Administrator Shockley – both sides are in agreement and copies are signed. Paragraph F needs to be changed from South-Jefferson to Dandridge Broncos.

· Discussion/Consideration of quotes for clearing brush and trees to create additional parking at the Field of Dreams – M&M Excavating ($6,000)
Town Administrator Shockley – LPRF project will be occupying FOD overflow parking once it begins and we can’t afford to lose any parking. Quoted having area where you come down the hill to the park, adjacent to walking trail parking cleared. This is not a budgeted item but feel like we desperately need. This is just the clearing and not adding gravel. 
It came on a motion by Alderman GANTTE, seconded by Alderman DEPEW, to use M&M Excavating to clear brush and trees to create additional parking at the Field of Dreams for $6,000 funded through the general fund.

Town Administrator Shockley – Chief Riley gave presentation on the fire boat yesterday during the workshop. Last month we gave him $85,000 to bid on a fire boat and he lost out on the bid. He is requesting to purchase a different boat in Texas and they have offered to sell it for $95,000. Money would come from insurance recovery ($71,500) from last boat with the remaining coming from DVFD donation account. 

Alderman Depew – There just isn’t a lot of these boats out there. It’s hard for me to swallow being a lake town with all these marinas and not have a pump boat.
