· Ordinance No. 25/26-30 Amending 14-409 (B-3 Interstate Business District) # 3 - Area Regulations of the Town of Dandridge, Tennessee Zoning Ordinance by adding subsection K, extending M.U.D zoning neighborhood transitions to the B-3 Zone. 
Alderman Longmire – there was concern for buffer on the BIR property to protect safety of neighboring residents. Its my understanding that whatever way we go with this, nothing will change with BIR property. 

Town Attorney Jeff Greene – Once annexed, the land is then controlled by city laws and regulations. Any new building/upgrades on this property, Mr. Singh would have to conform to our guidelines if annexed…What has been approved by the county cannot be changed. We will review any new site plans for the property. Everything that is on the property now has been approved by the county. 
Alderman Elder – question to BIR property owner..what are the benefits for you being annexed into the town? Mr Singh – we have 72 acres there and a lot of the land is undeveloped. The B-3 zoning allows us to do a lot more stuff with the property. The industrial zoning allows us to do warehouses in the future. In the county, you can’t be rezoned industrial unless you are adjoining another industrial property.

V. PUBLIC PRESENTATIONS/COMMENTS
Marian Knight – have some comments and questions about the B-3 amendment in the packets, believes it has some holes in it. I was under the impression that this would apply to anybody annexed in even if they were already built out. The B-3 addition says transitions are required when the boundary contains a residential district, the neighboring properties are in a agricultural district.  Minutes refer to protective guard but in the m.u.d rules it is actually called a protective yard. Why is only 1 installation requirement necessary? Should be a combination for privacy of neighbors, the requirements are to vague. You need to specify the material of fence, height, elevation that screens abutters. For trees, need to specify height at installation and maintenance requirements. This current addition to B-3 doesn’t provide privacy or safety for abutters. Asks board to delay and do it right. Another issue in the packet is the resolution numbers. How can resolutions have two different numbers and be the same resolution. This seems rushed and incomplete. BMA and Planners should do a workshop and establish vision for growth boundary. The one question I have for Mr. Singh is why do you want to be annexed if you aren’t receiving any benefit from the town?
AJ Spoone – Speaking on annexation at 412. At planning tonight they made the assumption that because this property had already done a site plan with the county, nothing could be done to change the property. I still want people to have freedoms, I just want privacy for the neighboring properties..it is wide open right now. This particular parcel has done everything the county has asked them to do but the county has horrible zoning regulations.  
Jean Strange – Worried about rezoning around big bird lane. How is that mountain going to be taken down? The blasting keeps going on and I’m done with it. I have a cave on this property that has bats in it and a protected flying squirrel on property. How is he going to move all this earth? There is so much wildlife on this property and there needs to be a fence.
